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WHAT IS AN INSPIRING YV?
An inspiring YV (also know as Youth Volunteer) is a youth who has committed to completing 100 hours of community service with other peers their age focusing on the environment.   At the completion of your 100 hours of service, you will be awarded a $500 education award to be used towards your post high school education goals.   You must complete all 100 hours in order to qualify.  An inspiring YV gives their time to help clean up parks, maintain camp cabins, pulling ivy, plating plants, harvesting vegetables, pulling weeds, building trails, cleaning up the beach and so on.  
HOW TO BE A 2010 INSPIRING YV 
· You must be entering 6th-9th grade in Fall 2010

· You must be willing to commit to one of the following:  three-four weeks, up to 35 hours a week consecutively, in Seattle and surrounding areas (transportation from a central meeting location provided) or
· A two week overnight camp on Vashon Island in the Sealth Conservation Construction Corps, cost to attend this two week overnight camp:  $300
· You must be willing to make up any missed days if you are sick, or absent
· You must have a great attitude, like to meet new teens your age, want to make a difference in your community, and want to have fun!

We are offering TWO distinct, fully supervised, programs.  Please read each description below. 
Program ONE starts July 5th through July 23rd Application Deadline: June 29th or until spaces are filled

Time: Community Service begins at 8:30 AM and ends at 4:00 PM; we will send a schedule of projects and pick up times/locations one week before the program begins.  
Location: We will be working all over King County, transportation is provided

Snacks and Lunch: Snacks will be provided; we ask that all participants bring their lunch, however, if this is a hardship for you, please let us known on your application.  

Program Fee: None, donations are appreciated, but not required. This will go towards snacks, insurance, and transportation.   TO BE ACCEPTED IN THIS PROGRAM, YOU MUST SUBMIT WRITTEN ANSWERS TO QUESTION FOUND ON THE BACK OF THE APPLICATION FORM.  Answers will be scored, and spaces given in order of scoring, we will maintain a waitlist for this program.  
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Program TWO starts August 9th - August 22nd Application Deadline: August 6th or until spaces are filled

Time: Two weeks overnight at Camp Sealth on Vashon Island

Location: We will be working at Camp Sealth on Vashon Island with the Sealth Conservation Construction Corps.  Teens will help with the maintenance and improvements of Camp Sealth’s facilities. Teens will gain leadership skills, team work, construction experience, skills in proper building materials, tool identification, native plant identification, and tool safety, and also enjoy some traditional camp experiences.  Teens will work hard, but also play hard!
Snacks and Lunch: All food, transportation to Vashon from ferry site, and 24 hour supervision is included in the program fee.  

Program Fee: $300 (Less than $22.00/day), $100.00 deposit due with application to hold space in camp.  All but $50.00 will be refunded for cancellations with written notice up to 30 days prior to the start of the session.
