These edible houses are quickly and easily assembled when using graham
crackers cemented together with frosting.

For each house you’ll need seven graham cracker squares. Apply frostingto
bottom and side edges of the house front, back and walls; cement them
together on a firm surface. Let the structure stand a few minutes for the

frosting to set, then apply more frosting to the top
edges of your walls; set two crackers on top for the
roof. Seal the roof peak with frosting and let it dry.

Here comes the fun part: decorate the “house” with
traimmings of pretzels, gumdrops, candy canes,
cereal, candy, etc. by gluing the pieces on with
frosting. When everyone is done you’ll have a small
village of sweet, colorful “gingerbread” homes!

The forum started off with a viewing of Super Size
Me, a documentary of an experiment dealing with
the effects of fast food versus food with little to no
preservatives. It showed how food naturally
decomposes as opposed to the food with a lot of
preservatives. This got a lot of “Ewwws”! The youth
then answered questions from the youth moderator
and from the audience. The forum lasted about 30
minutes. The next 30 minutes was an exercise time
with an African dancer and musicians. This was
very well received by the students, teachers and
parents!

Several families from the Community Partnerships’ Community Family Clubs
in Seattle took a Scientific Discovery Cruise in early October. It was a five hour
educational voyage aboard an 85 foot Pacific Marine Institute vessel.

They studied plankton, oceanography, and held sea life
brought up by scuba divers. They discussed pollution and ways to preserve
the Sound.
