Raising money to assist African communities to transport water 
was one of three multi-age service learning projects with her church’s youth 
group. Mackenzie feels that Camp Fire has taught her to be a “better time-
manager, communicator and leader.” She plans to attend a four year college 
after graduation from Nathan Hale High School in 2010. 
 
Jennifer Melissa Johnson 
Jennifer attributes her organizational skills to her experiences in Camp Fire. 
Jennifer helped organize three blood drives at North Kitsap High School, 
recruited student donors, staffed the drive and donated blood herself. She 
calculated that her efforts could save 300 lives. Another of Jennifer’s 
advocacies was completed at Bainbridge Island Day Camp. Her other work 
included helping low-income families with home building and repair work 
with the Kitsap County Consolidated Housing Authority. This fall Jennifer is 
attending Everest College in Bremerton for training to become a massage 
therapist. 
 
Mitchell Barrett Johnson 
Attending college can be challenging, but Mitchell successfully spent his 
second year at Olympic College studying computer science, plus completed 
the requirements to earn his Wohelo Award. For his three Advocacies, 
Mitchell led volunteers during the building of homes for ten low income 
families with the Kitsap County Consolidated Housing Authority, served in 
Camp Fire’s day camp program, and led workers on a Bainbridge Island 
Road End Project to create a safe walking path removing debris and dealing 
with erosion.  
 
Kathryn Olleman 
Kathryn describes her Wohelo work this way: “I have had leadership 
opportunities in Camp Fire that I couldn’t have experienced elsewhere.” She 
particularly enjoyed being the Nature Director at Hans Jensen Day Camp, 
where she “had the pleasure of seeing my plans in action.” Deeply 
committed to assisting families in poverty, Kathryn led her church’s annual 
school supply drive and a tool drive for Habitat for Humanity. With her 
church’s youth group, Kathryn worked in Mississippi to help rebuild after the 
devastation of Hurricane Katrina. In June, Kathryn graduated from Bellevue 
Community College with an AA degree, and is now enrolled at Whitworth 
College.

Elisabeth’s advice to other Wohelo Award candidates is, “Persevere 
because the satisfaction of getting the reward will pay off for all the 
hard work you put into it.” Whether increasing youth leadership in the 
older youth council known as Horizon Cabinet, serving as a Day 
Camp counselor and Program Coordinator at Royal Arch Day Camp, 
or educating fellow students at Kentwood High School about world 
hunger, Elisabeth pursued her goals energetically. For one of her 
Advocacies, Elisabeth organized a 30-Hour Famine with her high 
school Key Club to call attention to hunger in Africa and parts of India. 
Elisabeth is enrolled at Western Washington University this fall.  
 
Kayla Smith 
Through accomplishing her Advocacies, Kayla believes she learned a 
great deal about herself, increased her confidence, and reaffirmed her 
passion for music. Kayla raised funds for the Mr. Holland’s Opus 
Foundation, and taught elementary school youth flute skills, as well as 
created and led a flute choir among her peers. Understanding the 
ability of songs to maintain traditions and create a sense of 
community, Kayla worked to increase song participation at Hans 
Jensen Day Camp and East area council events. Kayla graduated 
from Interlake High School and enrolled at Central Washington 
University this fall.  
 
Lacey Steward 
Camp Fire has been a part of Lacey’s life since she was five-years-
old. As a Purchaser at Tall Timbers Day Camp, Lacey supported good 
nutrition and sanitation by creating an outdoor recipes cookbook to 
promote healthy menu options. She has also worked with two 
Starflight groups, leading them in songs, games, ceremonials and 
service projects.

Camp Fire was founded in 1910 by Luther Gulick, M.D., and his wife Charlotte Gulick, as the first nonsectarian, 
interracial organization for girls in the United States. In 1975, membership was expanded to include boys.  
Headquartered in Kansas City, Mo., Camp Fire USA currently serves 735,000 children and youth annually.

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That is something that we actually 
overheard during the last Candy Sale. 
To my son’s credit, he automatically 
pointed to the Camp Fire logo on his 
red vest and said “Camp Fire Boys 
and Girls”, with a minimum amount of 
indignation. We get comments like 
this a lot. Educating the public to the 
fact that our organization is open to 
ALL children, regardless of gender, 
etc. is par for the course as so very 
few people seem to realize that.  
 
I can’t tell you how many people think 
Camp Fire is only for girls. Even 
though it’s been open to children of 
both genders for decades, there’s still 
a prevailing concept of “Camp Fire 
girls” among almost every single 
person I talk to. I’m not sure where to 
start changing this perception, but I 
definitely didn’t sign my kids up to feel 
anything but included and welcomed. 
I will do whatever I can to raise 
awareness of this group as one for all 
children. 

I guess I start here. My reason for 
writing this article is that I hear “Camp 
Fire girls” from people inside of our 
organization. At leaders meetings 
and even in my son’s own group, I 
have heard that term more than once 
from the adults. He or I will always 
stop, gently and/or teasingly 
correcting them. But I have a feeling 
that it’s going to be a lot less easy for 
him to brush off as he gets older, 
especially from people who should 
know better.  
 
I’d like to encourage all of you to think 
about how you talk about Camp Fire. 
Do you make a point to tell people 
that it’s open to boys AND girls? Do 
you actively recruit boys into your 
group when you seek new members? 
Do you use the term “Camp Fire kids” 
or “Camp Fire youth”? Would you be 
willing to make just those small 
changes to your vernacular on the 

road to helping my son, and all the 
other sons in our organization feel 
that they’re in the right place? Thank 
you.
